Sabah Jaber Mubarak Al-Hamad Al-Jabah (hereinafter referred to as "Sheikhf
Sabah'™), both My Bashar Eiwan and bis family were intimidated by the police,
prosecutions and prison sentences because of wnsubstanti ded facts wpand shable by
lawr s ander any cit clum statices.
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Sheikh/ Sabah is the eldest son of the current Prime Minister of Kuwait, HE Sheikh/ Jaber Mubarak Al-Hamad Al-Sabah
(hereinafter referred to as "H.E Sheikh/ Jaber") and the brother of the Director of the Office of Prime Minister Sheikh/ Fahd
Jaber Mubarak Al-Hamad Al-Sabah (hereinafter referred to as "Sheikh/ Fahd").

From what has been submitted to us, Sheikh/ Sabah exploited his influence with the police department and
administrative authorities (the administrative prohibition from leaving the country, the daily monitoring of all
movements) and the judicial authorities in order to remove Mr. Bashar Kiwan from management of Al Waseet
International Group, established by the latter in 1992, and control its assets.

Pursuant to provisions of Article 11(1) of the Agreement concluded between the Republic of France and the State
of Kuwait on 27 September 1989 on Encouragement and Reciprocal Protection of Investments (hereinafter
referred to as "French-Kuwaiti Agreement of 27 September 1989") and Articles 9 to 12 of the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of 16 December 1966, ratified by the State of Kuwait on 21 May 1996
("PIDCP"), Mr. Bashar Kiwan secks an amicable settlement for restituting his rights and properties, on the one
hand, and lifting the arbitrary sanctions against him and his family and his rehabilitation before the public opinion
on the other hand.

In case of failure to conclude to the targeted settlement, Mr. Bashar Kiwan intends to use all legal means granted
to him, including:

» Lodge a complaint to the Public Prosecutor in Paris against H.E Sheikh/ Jaber, Sheikh/ Fahd and
Sheikh/ Sabah for arbitrary detention and inhuman treatment;

=  Bring a claim before the International Center for the Scttlement of Investment Disputes (C.RD.I)
pursuant to paragraph 2, Article 11.1, of the French-Kuwaiti Agreement of 27 September 1989;

= Refer the dispute to the Parliaments of the two countries to establish a special investigation committee.
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1. Facts

Through a set of unfair legal actions, Sheikh/ Sabah ousted Mr. Bashar Kiwan from management of Al Wasect
International Group's companies and acquired his assets, including cash deposits and headquarters.

It is most likely that this was only possible with the direct assistance of bodies of the State of Kuwait, especially
the police department and the justice system.

Indeed, Mr. Bashar Kiwan was expelled from the group's management after a series of criminal convictions that
could only be described as arbifrary, which would obviously have been issued only with direct and coordinated
help of the state bodies.

The reason that Al Waseet International Group was acquired and Mr. Bashar Kiwan was excluded is that Mr. Bashar Kiwan
had allegedly been involved in suspicious activities irrelative to the main objective of incorporating Al Waseet International
Group. Such suspicious activities included transactions of collecting commissions from general contracts and international
transactions that may implicate the State of Kuwait. Such activities aim at serving very suspicious personal interests.

1.1 Establishment of Al Waseet International Group by Mr. Bashar Kiwan in his capacity as an investor at the
State of Kwuait

Since 1992, Mr. Bashar Kiwan began investing his money within the State of Kuwait aiming to start his activities in the field
of media, advertising and publishing in the Peninsula of Arabia.

Under Kuwaiti laws, the capital of any company operating its activity in the Kuwaiti territory, as per the type of activity,
must be wholly or partly owned by one or more Kuwaiti citizens. Thus, Sheikh/ Sabah assumed the role of local partner
holding the minority share in Al Waseet International Group.

Thus, the share capital of Al Waseet International Company, the Holding Company of Al Waseet International Group, was
distributed as follows: Mr. Bashar Kiwan held 45%, while his son Gad held 4%, Sheikh/ Sabah and his son Abdullah held
20.62%, and Layalina Dubai held 30.38%.

As the founding partner and main mvestor, Mr. Bashar Kiwan has been the sole and only president of Al Waseet
International Group until the date of the criminal proceedings initiated by Sheikh/ Sabah.
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1.2 Confiscation of Al Waseet International Group by Sheikh/ Sabah

In September and October 2016, after 28 years of fruitful partnership that contributed to the development and prosperity of
Al Waseet International Group and contrary to all expectations, Sheikh/ Sabah lodged a set of complaints against Mr. Baghar
Kiwan and his family. These complaints were accepted by the Public Prosecutor, the General Directorate of Investigation,
and the Intelligence Agencies although such complaints lack the legal basis. All these complaints were thus referred to the
criminal courts in the State of Kuwait.

These actions were carried out very quickly in a way compatible with the highly biased judgments that have been issued.
Mr. Bashar Kiwan was sentenced to prison in three complaints thereof under the following judgments:

»  Judgment No. 163967870, rendered by Judge/Abdullah Al-Othman, on 1 November 2017, in which Mr. Bashar
Kiwan was sentenced to five years in prison for the charge of forgery and use of false documents;
*  Judgment No. 173742100, rendered by Judge/ Suleiman Al-Suwait, on 17 December 2017, in which Mr. Bashar
Kiwan was sentenced to seven years in prison for the charge of forgery and use of false documents;
= Judgment No. 170725030, rendered by Judge/ Saud Al-Sanea, on 19 June 2018, in which Mr. Bashar Kiwan was
sentenced to seven years in prison for the charge of forgery and use of false documents.
Under the Kuwaiti law, these periods may be collected; so that, the total period of imprisonment of Mr. Bashar Kiwan
becomes 19 years, along with deporting him from the Kuwaiti territory after the execution of these judgments.

It is worth noting here the blatant contradiction in the grounds on which these judgments based. The Plaintiff, Sheikh/ Sabah,
or Al Waseet International Group or the State of Kuwait, suffered no harm because of the alleged crimes, which relate to
certain formalities in the management of the companies affiliated to Al Waseet International Group.

In fact, Sheikh/ Sabah benefited from these judgments. Such judgments allowed Sheikh/ Sabah to control the companies of
Al Waseet International Group because they prevented Mr. Bashar Kiwan from managing the companies of the group due to
the prison sentences rendered against him. They also prevented him from challenging the actions taken by the minority
partner from the date on which such judgments were rendered.

In an attempt to further intimidate his partner, Sheikh/ Sabah used his influence in the security agencies to ensure that Mr.
Bashar Kiwan and his family members were monitored, interrogated and arrested, not to mention being banned from
traveling or leaving the country.
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1.3 Current de facto situation of Mr. Bashar Kiwan

Under the current de facto situation, Mr. Bashar Kiwan is effectively stripped of his ownership and control over Al Wasect
International Group's companies, while his minority partner has the full right to dispose of its assets, while Bashar Kiwan
remains subject to imprisonment.

In fact, Mr. Bashar Kiwan has no information on the status of Al Waseet International Group or its future, and has no longer
participated in any of its decisions since it was taken over by Sheikh/ Sabah.

Sheikh/ Sabah's retaliation extended beyond the territory of the State of Kuwait, where the Kuwaiti government requested
extradition of Mr. Bashar Kiwan, which led to detain him in Dubai for 78 days in 2018, before being considered by the
Supreme Court of the United Arab Emirates, on 8 October 2018, that the said extradition warrant clearly lacks the legal basis
because of nature of the issued convictions.

2. Applicable laws
2.1 Defamation of Mr. Bashar Kiwan and his family and restriction of their freedom

Article 11 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights prohibits any procedure of imprisonment against an
individual “merely on the ground of inability to fulfil a contractual obligation”. Article 14 of the same Covenant provides for
the principle of impartiality in the judicial system as a fundamental principle.

The nature and extent of the convictions against Mr. Bashar Kiwan mostly indicate that Sheikh/ Sabah benefited from
favoritism of the Kuwaiti judges against Mr. Bashar Kiwan, who was prevented from exercising his rights as the majority
partner in Al Waseet International Group.

Thus, the State of Kuwait has disregarded provisions of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, which it
ratified on 21 May 1996.

Based on the above, we kindly request the State of Kuwait to lift the above-mentioned prison sentences rendered against Mr.
Bashar Kiwan as well as the detention order against his brother Mr. Ashraf Kiwan, on the basis of a ridiculous allegation of
his participation in a rebellious attempt to overthrow the Kuwaiti royal family. Such actions target other members of his
family, including his son-in-law, Mr. Tarek Al Hadidi and Mr. Hilal Amaout.
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2.2 Acquisition of a French citizen's investments in the Kuwaiti territory

Article 4 of the French-Kuwaiti Agreement provides that "Each Contracting State undertakes, in accordance with the
principles of international law, fo ensure fair and equitable treatment of the investments of the other Contracting State's
investors in its territory and within borders of its territorial water and to ensure that they are not prevented from exercising
the rights guaranteed under this Agreement De jure or de facto.”

The concept of fair and equitable treatment requires that the State departments shall be neutral and unbiased in their services
provided to investors of the other country therein.

Article 5.2 of the French-Kuwaiti Agreement ensures equality of treatment and recourse to the judiciary between domestic
investors and other state's investors "fo assert and exercise their rights under the conventions ... and to dispose of their
properties, in particular {o enable them to have the right to seek relief of justice, administrative courts and state
departments.”

In the same vein, Article 7.1 of the French-Kuwaiti Agreement, as a guiding principle, ensures "fill protection and security of
investments by investors of one of the Contracting States in the territory and territorial water of the other Contracting State."

In the present lawsuit, it seems that Sheikh/ Sabah's use of the State's bodies against Mr. Bashar Kiwan to monopolize his
assets constitutes, without doubt, a breach of the obligation to ensure full protection and security of the investments of the
French citizen.

In this regard, on light of the applicable means, it should be noted that Article 2 of the Interpretative Protocol stipulates that
“reezing or seizure of assets or forced sale of all or part of investments or any measure of similar effect" shall stand as a
"proceduire of dispossession".

Use of the governmental bodies under the authority of the sovereign State of Kuwait, such as the judiciary, police and
intelligence, by son of the current Prime Minister Sheikh/ Sabah requires the State to take responsibility. This is because the
acts of its bodies led to removal of Mr. Bashar Kiwan from his ownership of his assets and control over Al Waseet
International Group and implementation of outside operations incompatible with institutional objectives of Al Waseet
International Group's companies in order to serve the exclusive personal interests of HE Prime Minister Sheikh/ Jaber.
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2.3 Rehabilitation of Mr. Bashar Kiwan

Over time, it has been indicated that Sheikh/ Sabah had used Al Waseet International Group and its affiliates as a tool to
carry out two types of complicated financial operations under the direction of his father H.E Sheikh/ Jaber — the Prime
Minister.

Such operations, carried out through Al Waseet International Group, bring them under full responsibility for these acts jointly
with the company's founder, Mr. Bashar Kiwan.

2.3.1 Commissions paid to obtain tenders of mega-projects of public infrastructure in Kuwait

The first type of operation includes maneuvers implemented to collect hundreds of millions of Kuwaiti dinars in form of
commissions for tenders of public contracts.

Mr. Bashar Kiwan pointed out that this method of work, in the interest of Al Sabah, would secure implementation of nearly
ten mega projects in the sectors of infrastructure, construction and public works in Kuwait, including:

- Construction of the new Kuwait airport, implemented by the Turkish group Liman

- Al-Shadadiya University, implemented by the Kuwaiti consortium of companies Kharatfi / Arabtec.

- Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Sabah Hospital, implemented by the Egyptian Arab Contractors Group.

- Bridge of Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Sabah - Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah, implemented by Hyundai Engineering &
Construction.

The example of bridge of Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Sabah - Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah shows this type of operations
ideally as follows:

= In 2011, the consortium of companies, led by Hyundai Engineering & Construction, was selected to build the bridge of
Sheikh/ Jaber Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah following a request for proposal issued by the Kuwaiti Ministry of Public Works
under patronage of H.E Sheikh/ Jaber. The value of the accepted offer submitted by Hyundai Engineering &
Construction reached to KWD 738 million (equal to $ 2.6 billion).

= Contrary to all expectations and under direction of the Office of H.E Sheikh/ Jaber, a fact-finding committee was
appointed to review the technical feasibility of the Hyundai Engineering & Construction's project following rumors
(intentionally launched) regarding one of Hyundai's previous projects in India. In fact, this fact-finding committee
threatened to cancel the contract.

= At the same time, suspicicus negotiations perhaps have taken place between representatives of Hyundai Engineering &
Construction and the Office of H.E Prime Minister Sheikh/ Jaber, which may have led eventually to signing the
contract.
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= A commission of 10% of the contract amount, equivalent to KWID 73 million, may also be agreed to be paid to the
Office of H.E Sheikh/ Jaber by Hyundai Engineering & Construction in exchange for signing the contract.

*  This amount was distributed in accordance with mechanisms and in favor of certain entities fully known to Mr. Bashar
Kiwan, including KWD 3 million, which was passed through the account of Al Waseet International Group opened
with Gulf Bank under No. 5178720, under IBAN No. KW 76 GULB 0000 0000 0000 0005 1787 20 - Swift Code
GULKW, to be delivered subsequently to H.E Prime Minister Sheikh/Jaber and his sons.

Since these transactions can be interpreted as complicity in money laundering by opening bank accounts temporarily, Mr.
Bashar Kiwan intends to submit all the documents proving that he has not personally benefited from these remittances and
that Al Waseet International Group has been exploited by the minority partner, Sheikh/ Sabah, in a project implemented for
his personal benefit and for the interest of his brother Sheikh/ Fahad and his father H.E Prime Minister Sheikh/ Jaber.

2.3.2 The international deals for personal interests

Furthermmore, Mr. Bashar Kiwan confirms that H.E Sheikh/ Jaber and his family perhaps have used state agencies to obtain
commissions under the cover of suspicious international deals, without any consideration or monitoring or by using reputable
companies, including Al Waseet International Group.

As an illustration, Mr. Bashar Kiwan presents the elements and details of adopting a series of international transactions which
aimed at providing some assets for dealing. Such assets were acquired by the former Prime Minister of Malaysia, Mr.
Mohamed Najib Bin Tun Haji Abdul Razzak (hereinafter referred to as "Mr. Najib Razzak™) and his advisor Mr. Jo Lu Tick
(hereinafter referred to as "Mr. Jo Lu"), who were convicted by the United States Department of Justice in November 2018 of
the crimes of embezzlement of funds that affected Malaysia Development Fund 1 "Berhad™:

= In February 2016 at Kuwait, Prime Minister Sheikh/ Jaber and his relatives received an official Chinese-Malaysian
delegate to agree on the means to be implemented for the "interim" acquisition of US financial assets held by Mr.
Naguib Razzak and Mr. Jo Lu, which were expected to be frozen by the US Department of Justice.

= In this context, an agreesment was concluded between the parties. The Chinese authorities agreed with their Kuwaiti
counterparts that the assets, once acquired by the wrongful companies, shall be automatically returned to the two
designated Chinese companies: Greenland Holding Limited and Greenland Hong Kong Holding Limited.

=  On 20 April 2016, in Shanghai, during an official ceremony, in the presence of Kuwait's Ambassador to China and
Director of the Kuwait Investment Office, Sheikh/ Sabah concluded the said agreement with the representatives of the
two Chinese companies. Thus, it is clear that in order to achieve a special deal, ceremonies were organized and
representatives of the State of Kuwait were used to give the impression that an agreement has been concluded between
the two countries.
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= Az oavresult of the agreement, it was agreed to pay the amowt of 1.4 billion Chinese suan to the Prime Ilind ster
SheikhT dher or s family members. Of this amount 450 million Cldnese yuan were allocated and paid theough
Komoro Gulf Company's account Mo, K031 CBEK 0006 0060 0001 0000 0001 127, Ttis an aceount opened with the
Chinese Bark in Kuprait, Industrial and Commercisl Bank of China Limited (JCBC Ltd).

=  This atrount was to be paidin full to HE Sheikh sher and his family.

Wit Bashar Kiwan seeks to emphasize that these operations are very strange to him and that he has never benefited from
them . He also confirm s that he has documents that prove these statements. Some of these documerits have been handed owver
tous and gupeared tous to be credible

In conclusion, in ight of the foregoing circumstatices and in accordanice with Article 11.1 of the French: Eoww aiti A greement,
we kindly ask you to notify the competent Kuwraiti authority of this petition. In accordance with the French-Foimraitl
agreetment, we kndy ask to: (1) discuss an amicable setflement between the concerned patties aiming at evaluation of the
damage suffered by M. Bashar Ko ar (20 compensate and enable him to restitute hisrights; and (3 lift the prison sentences
and cease wviolding freedom of movem ent of i s relatives residing in K ait

In atyy case, if the amicably and safisfactory result is not reached, our client already moaintaing fdl and absolute freedom
either to institute a lawsuwit before the International Center for Settlement of Investment Disputes (JCIID / IC3IDY provided
for in Article 11 of the French-Foaraiti & greement ot to recourse to the French courts or atry other competent authority.

Thisletter represents a formal warning to implem ent provisions of the French: e aiti A greement.
